
FMSO Bookshelf Update – 7 April 2016 (Way Ahead)

FMSO Home Page
1.  From FMSO Web Home Page – remove the link ‘FMSO Bookshelf’ on the left side, below the icon for Tim Thomas book “Recasting the Red Star” and the words “FMSO Featured eBook (PDF): Tim Thomas Recasting the Red Star.”  (Steve will do this after Padric builds the new FMSO Bookshelf Page and the image/icon discussed in #2 below). 

2. For FMSO Web Home Page – Padric creates an icon/image like the one on page one of the power point that I’ve attached…send to Steve and he will post.  (This image will replace the one of Tim’s book “Recasting the Red Star” that is on the upper left side of the home page and will become the gateway to the FMSO Books page that Padric creates.

New/improved FMSO Bookshelf Page (expanded version of the one that you currently see when you click on the “Recasting the Red Star” icon on the home page).
[bookmark: _GoBack]3.  Padric create new/improved FMSO Bookshelf page in ‘indd’ to be posted to the web and send to Steve to post.  ALL FMSO books that we currently have in PDF minus Scott Henderson’s “The Dark Visitor” are to be posted.  (Format -- Title, Author, short synopsis, and picture of the cover with date above the cover and “PDF” link below the cover…almost identical to the current format on the page you see when you click the “Recasting the Red Star” icon on the home page – information for “Cyber Silhouettes” that is listed on that page now.  Take off any reference to “ePubs” and only reference “PDF.”  All books will be listed in alphabetical order by Author…if an author has more than one book, then list them in date order starting with the oldest first.).  Pictures of all the covers that I have are included in the power point attachment, slides 2-4.
4.  I’m thinking that and icon/link of the cover of Tim Thomas’ latest book “Russia Military Strategy” should replace the current icon/link (cluster of FMSO books) that is in the upper left side of the page, so that when you click on it, the web site will automatically page you down to the title/author/synopsis/and cover picture of that book…if that is even doable and makes sense.  
5. I will get the authors started on getting a synopsis written for each of their books for the ones that don’t already have one, and then get those to Padric?
