Scope:	Digital Publications
Responsibilities:
Digital media authors, editors, creators, and publishers are required to review procedures for creating the OE Watch HTML version from an XML data file.
Definitions:	OEW - the monthly FMSO publication Operational Environment Watch
jQuery - a JavaScript library for manipulating HTML files
jQuery Mobile (jQM) – a JavaScript library based on jQuery, used for creating and styling mobile applications and websites
XML – Extensible Markup Language file format used for storing data.
Procedure:
1.0	Required materials
1.1 The HTML version of the OEW is made for use on both desktop and mobile devices. The HTML is generated dynamically using jQurey and jQurey Mobile. The methods for creating the HTML file discussed herein uses JavaScript, HTML, and XML files. Software packages and libraries listed under section 1.1.1 are required for this SOP. Software packages listed under section 1.1.2 may be used to edit the HTML and JavaScript files.

2.0	Create XML and html files
2.1 The HTML file can be created from scratch if desired, but it is very time consuming to do so. Therefore, it is recommended that the HTML folder structure from previous issue be used as a template. This is accomplished by copying the previous issue’s HTML version folder to a new location and renaming the folder with current issue information. The folder should be named with the convention YYYYMM_oew. e.g. 201210_oew 
· Ensure that the xml file named “oew.xml,” and the images folder are deleted from the folder after copying it to the new location.
2.2 Refer to the OEW XML Tags SOP for creating the XML file used with the HTML version of the OEW.
· Ensure that the xml file is named “oew.xml” (case sensitive), and that the current issue xml file and image folder are moved to, or saved in, the HTML folder.
· [image: ]The HTML folder contents should look like figure 1

3.0	Edit the HTML file
3.1	After creating the new HTML folder and structure from section 2.0, the HTML file will need to be updated with current issue information.
· Open the index.html file with an HTML editor like DreamWeaver, or a text editor. The editor used is not important, but you should be comfortable using the chosen editor. For ease of understanding, line numbers will be referenced with required file edits.
· Comment out or uncomment lines 88-148 as required for the current issue.
· Lines 88-140 contain the section and table of contents information for the current issue. Section names may need to be added or modified depending on the submissions for the current issue. Ensure that section names match those listed on the PDF version. If sections are added, ensure that the HTML id for the section is unique. e.g.  <ul data-role="listview" id="section">
· Update the volume number, issue number, and date found on lines 171-177.
· Comment out or uncomment lines 204-220 as required for the current issue.
· Lines 204-220 contain the analyst names for the current issue. Analyst names will vary from issue to issue. Ensure that the analyst names listed in the HTML document match those listed in the PDF version. 
· Section names may need to be added or modified depending on the submissions for the current issue. Ensure that section names also match those listed on the PDF version.

4.0	Edit javascript files
4.1	After creating the new HTML folder and structure from section 2.0, the Main JavaScript file will need to be updated with current issue information.
· Open the readXML.js file with an HTML editor like DreamWeaver, or a text editor. The readXML.js file is found in the js sub-folder. The editor used is not important, but you should be comfortable using the chosen editor. For ease of understanding, line numbers will be referenced with required file edits.
· Update the function tocSection() with section names for the current issue as needed. Lines 53-128
· Lines 53-128 contain regular expression matches for section names used in the OEW. Ensure that the section names used in the regular expression sec.match(/<section name>/g) match the names used as section headings in the PDF version. e.g. africa, korea, etc. 
· The section names are case sensitive and should be all lower case.
· In the event that two different sections may contain the same word, expand the match to include more than one word. e.g. southeast asia and central asia
· If new sections are added to the HTML file either replace an existing section entry with the new section information, or add the section in a new else if statement. Also ensure that the section HTML id is unique and that the jQuery id reference matches the HTML id. e.g. $('#section') matches <ul data-role="listview" id="section">
5.0	further javascript Edits
5.1	Generally no further JavaScript edits are needed. However, new features may be added, or problems may exist between the use of XML tags and displaying the content properly. 
· If a section is not displaying in the HTML table of contents, verify spelling and case of section names used in XML file with names used in the readXML.js file. Section names will be added to the Russia section if a section name is found in the XML file, but not matched with a section name in the JavaScript file.
·  Utilize Firefox debugging tools and the web console to find syntax errors, and missing variables found in JavaScript. 
· Utilize the console.log() function to output values to the web console. 
· Verify the HTML file displays properly in multiple browsers, including IEv7 and IEv8.
Effectiveness Criteria:
· Publishers should be able make basic edits to HTML template files to display XML data via web browser.
· Publishers should be able make basic edits to JavaScript template files to display XML data via web browser.
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
