Custom xml tags were created to better facilitate the transformation of Adobe InDesign documents into HTML and other formats. The custom tags are applied to InDesign objects and then exported into an XML file. This XML file can then be manipulated to render HTML web pages as desired with various JavaScript or XLST methods. 
1. XML structure
1.1. The generated XML document structure can be viewed by opening the Structure Pallet View. [See Figure 1]
1.1.1. The Structure View can be found under View -> Structure, or with the shortcut ALT+CTRL+1 
2. Applying Tags to InDesign Objects
2.1. To apply tags to the Article Header, Source, Image, and Caption objects in the InDesign document, simply click the object and then select the appropriate tag from the Tags Pallet. [See Figure 2-3] 
2.1.1. If the Tags Pallet is not visible, it can be found under Window -> Utilities -> Tags. The list of available tags should be pre-populated with the OEW template. If the list of tags is not available, use the Tags Pallet options to import tags from a recent OEW issue.
2.2. For Commentary and article text-box objects, the “txt” tag should be applied to each paragraph within the text box. 
2.2.1. To apply the “txt” tag, simply select the paragraph and click the txt tag from the Tags Pallet. 
2.2.2. Multiple items tagged with “txt” will have an auto-generated parent of “Story.” The story element will need a parent tag of Commentary, or article(1-3) in order to be displayed properly in the HTML. 
· [image: ]To apply a tag to an already tagged element/object, select the element in the Structure View, then CTRL+click on the new element icon from the Structure View menu.               This will provide a drop-down selection box from which to choose the appropriate tag [See Figure 4]
2.3. All OEW items that comprise one entry from the analyst should be grouped under the “page” tag. Grouping the items into the page element allows for easy identification of items.
2.3.1. [image: ]To group OEW items into a “page” entry, select the top-most parent for each item to be grouped, and CTRL+click on the new element icon from the Structure View menu.            This will provide a drop-down selection box from which to choose the page tag
· Pages can be further grouped into sections if desired with the same method, as seen in figure four. This allows for an easy to understand human readable structure, but not requried.
2.4. Feature items are similar to page groups, and they use some of the same tags; however, features have less content and nested sub-elements. Features use the article header for the feature id, and the article source with an extracted quote for the feature information.  [See Figure 5-6]
2.4.1. To apply the “img” tag, simply select the image object and click the img tag from the Tags Pallet.
2.4.2. To apply the “txt” tag, simply select the block of text and click the txt tag from the Tags Pallet.
2.4.3. To apply the “feature-article” tag to the auto-generated “Story” group created from multiple txt tags, select the Story entry in the Structure View and CTRL+click on the new element from the Structure view menu. This will provide a dropdown selection box from which to choose feature-article.
2.4.4. To apply the “id” attribute to the feature-article, select the feature-article element in the Structure View and click the attribute icon from the Structure menu bar.  “”
2.4.5. [image: ]Select the feature-article and image elements in the Structure view and group them with the “feature” tag using the CTRL+click+            method described earlier.  
2.5. To export the xml file from InDesign choose File->Export, or use the shortcut CTRL+E
2.5.1. Browse to the appropriate folder location of where you want to save the XML file.
· The folder in which the xml file is saved, typically is named with the format (yyyymm_oew) 
· An XML file and a folder for images will be created in the location you choose
2.5.2. Change the “Save as Type” dropdown box to XML, and name the file oew.xml
2.5.3. In the export options dialog box, under the General tab, ensure that the checkbox is marked for “Export untagged tables as CALS,” and “Remap break, whitespace, and special characters.” [See Figure 7]
2.5.4. In the export options dialog box, under the Images tab, ensure that the checkbox is marked for “Optimized formatted images.” [See Figure 8]
2.6. A cover background image will also be required for use with the HTML version created from the XML file. It is suggested that the background image also be created at this time.
2.6.1. To create the background image, remove any text boxes from the first page of the issue
2.6.2. Choose File->Export, or use the shortcut CTRL+E
2.6.3. Browse to the appropriate folder location of where to want to save the JPG file.
· The folder location should be the same folder where the XML file is saved.
2.6.4. Change the “Save as Type” dropdown box to JPG, and name the file cover_bg.jpg [See Figure 9]
2.6.5. In the export options dialog box, change the Range to “1,” and ensure the Resolution PPI is 300. [See Figure 10]
2.6.6. Open the newly created JPG cover image in Photoshop and resize the image. 
· The size image options for the cover_bg.jpg should be 195 pixels/inch with a height of 1024 pixels. [See Figure 11]
2.6.7. The background image will need to be placed in the “images” folder created from the xml export before it will display in the HTML version of the OEW.
· To avoid creating the background image multiple times, only move the image into the “images” folder when testing of JavaScript and HTML is complete


Figure one shows the typical xml structure for an xml “page.”

· [image: ]The “page” tag is the top most element for the group of elements that make up an OEW entry. 
· The “article Header” tag is used for the main OEW entry. The article header also has two possible attributes indicated by the dot “”. The Section attribute is required, and the id attribute is optional. The section attribute is used to display the section information on the HTML page.  The id attribute is used to group multiple articles together into one page, and serves as a reference point for the sub-articles.
· The “date” tag is used for date objects displayed in the InDesign document.
· The “source” tag is used for “source” text objects displayed in the InDesign document. Multiple source text objects will use the source1-3 tags as needed.
· The “img” tag is used for image and graphic objects displayed in the InDesign document. Multiple graphic objects will use the img1-3 tags as needed.
· The “caption” tag is used for image caption text objects displayed in the InDesign document. Multiple caption text objects will use the caption1-3 tags as needed.
· The “commentary” and “article” tags are applied to “Story” objects as appropriate. Story objects are auto-generated by applying the “txt” tag to specific paragraphs within a text-box object in the InDesign document. There should be only one commentary element per “page”; however, multiple articles will use the article 1-3 tags as needed.
